SUBJECT:  Mandated Safety Down Day
1.  As directed by the Interim National Commander, every unit in Massachusetts Wing (MAWG) will conduct a Safety Down Day (SDD) during the period 1 to 30 December 2007 (See attached).  During the Safety Down Day all unit operations will cease other than emergency search requests by AFRCC.    
2.  The Safety Down Day will be conducted within the following parameters.
     a. Unit Commanders and Safety Officers will be responsible for conducting   the activity for their respective units with briefing materials provided by MAWG/SE.
     b. Units will pick the day, time and location for the activity.  Regularly scheduled meetings would be preferable.
     c.  Units will, in advance, notify MAWG/SE of the date, time and location of their SDD.  

     d.   Upon completion of the activity, units will notify MAWG/SE.  Acceptable notification will be an attendance roster and synopsis of the SDD.  The roster will be the official determination of compliance.  The roster must be received by MAWG/SE no later than the close of business 30 December 2007.

     e.  MAWG/CAP pilots who do not also review the mountain flying material will be grounded until they have completed the requirement.  MAWG/SE will be notified of the date, time and location of the make up review and will be provided with an attendance roster.  
     f.  MAWG/CAP members who possess CAP driver’s licenses will be restricted from exercising  CAP driving privileges until they have completed the SDD and attendance documentation has been submitted to MAWG/SE.  

     g.  Unit members not present for the SDD must review the material no later than the close of business 30 December 2007.  The unit commander will submit to MAWG/SE a list of those individuals not completing the SDD during the prescribed period.  That list must be received by MAWG/SE no later than the close of business 30 December 2007.

     h.  Contact MAWG/SE if there are questions or need for clarification.
